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The Downs Speedway club was originally established in 1966-67 when racing was held at the old Toowoomba
Showgrounds and continued there until 1974 when the Royal Agricultural Society announced they would promote
speedway themselves. The then members of the club voted to establish their own grounds and in May 1975 the land at
Charlton was purchased and many hard-working dedicated people spent a lot of hours working to establish this great
complex that we enjoy today. The Down Speedway Club’s Charlton Raceway complex was opened on 23 April 1977.

The club ran and operated the venue successfully until the 2013/14 season when become privately promoted by Alan
Woods who operated the venue for two seasons until he sold the lease to Made Too Go Pty Ltd (Barry Waldron) in 2015
for the 2015/16 season.
