Harry Stewart locked in his first 
USC round win at Hi-Tec Oils 
Toowoomba Speedway in last 
night’s running of round six of 
the Queensland Speedway 
Spares Ultimate Sprintcar 
Championship.  Stewart and 
Lachlan McHugh shared the 
front row for the start of the 
main event and were setting up 
an almighty battle for race 
control that had fans excited.  
Stewart raced underneath 
McHugh for the lead before a 
caution handed control back to 
McHugh for the restart.  
Unfortunately for McHugh he 
caught a rut in turn one shortly 
after the restart and rode out a 
nasty wreck, recording his first 
DNF at the venue in years.  
Stewart was commanding out in front through a series of stoppages, but it was hard to ignore Ryan Newton and Randy 
Morgan as they negotiated over second.  Morgan got the better of Newton in the final few laps of the race to steal second, 
while Newton came home third as Jessie Attard and Charlie Bowen rounded out the top five.  Sadly the rain that had been 
dodging the venue all evening finally hit as the 360-LS Feature rolled trackside for their New Light Media Queensland Title 
race.  Lachlan McHugh and Darren Mollenoyux were set to share the front row for the start but conditions quickly became 
unsuitable for racing and the meeting was abandoned.   
 
360-LS Sprintcar Queensland Title qualifying saw Gwesyn Dalliston top the leader board with a 11.779 second lap ahead of 
Allan Woods (11.809) and Lachlan McHugh (11.861).  Ashton Mineeff (11.947) and Jacob Jolley (11.948) rounded out the 
fastest five.  Jock Goodyer and Ryan Potts recorded identical 12.268 second laps just outside the top ten, while the fastest 27 
drivers in a field of 31 were separated by less than one second. 
 
Ryan Newton topped the qualifying order for the Open Sprintcars, stopping the clock at 11.355 seconds ahead of Harry 
Stewart (11.429). Randy Morgan locked in third quickest with a 11.463 second lap while Charlie Bowen (11.488) and Adam 
Butler (11.621) completed the fastest five, beating Lachlan McHugh by just 0.004 seconds.  The fastest twenty-six cars (in a 
field of twenty-nine) were separated by less than one second. 
 
Heat race winners in the 360-LS Sprintcars New Light Media Queensland Title went the way of James Oliver, Nic Whell, Dylan 
Menz, Phil Micallef, Steven Loader & Jacob Jolley.  Sprintcars lined up for three barnstorming heat races that were won by 
Dylan Menz, Mick Sauer & Brent Kratzmann.  
 
Ryan Newton and Lachlan McHugh led the Open Sprintcar A Dash to green flag conditions, with McHugh quick to secure the 
lead with Newton second ahead of Charlie Bowen and Kye Jensen.  Mick Sauer challenged Jensen before being forced on the 
defensive as a determined Nicholas Whell tried to advance.  The leaders quickly opened unassailable margins on the rest of 
the field with Lachlan McHugh taking the win ahead of Ryan Newton and Charlie Bowen, with Kye Jensen, Mick Sauer, 
Nicholas Whell, Brody Appleby and Ewan Oliver rounding out the finishers.  The B-Dash saw Harry Stewart from pole position 
with Randy Morgan alongside to take the green.  Stewart got the jump on the start and secured the lead, while Morgan 
challenged twice, once on the top before looking underneath, but ultimately settled for second.  Stewart opened a sizable 
margin on the rest, while Morgan held a comfortable advance over third place.  Harry Stewart took the win ahead of Randy 
Morgan and Adam Butler, with Dylan Menz fourth.  Jessie Attard, Cody O’Connell, Brent Kratzmann and Mitch Gowland 
rounded out the finishers. 
 



The 360-LS Sprintcars hit the track for the Shootout 
events, with the Bronze Shootout up first.  Lachlan 
McHugh topped the charts with an impressive 
11.522 second lap, while Darren Mollenoyux locked 
in an 11.665 second lap to secure second.  McHugh 
and Mollenoyux would transfer to the Silver 
Shootout, while Gwesyn Dalliston (12.014),  and 
Henry Titman (12.060) were eliminated from the 
shootout events.  Jock Goodyer and Ashton 
Mineeff joined Lachlan McHugh and Darren 
Mollenoyux on track for the Silver Shootout, but it 
was still Lachlan McHugh who topped the leader 
board with a quick 11.388 second lap, thus 
lowering the one lap record for the 360-LS Sprintcar 
class.  Mollenoyux again secured second with a 
11.537 second lap ahead of Goodyer (11.858) and 
Mineeff (12.022).  The Gold Shootout saw Lachlan McHugh and Darren Mollenoyux joined on track by Jacob Jolley and Allan 
Woods.  There was no stopping McHugh though as he locked in quick time (11.609), with Mollenoyux (11.619) second ahead 
of Jacob Jolley (11.733) and Allan Woods (12.139). 
 
Harry Stewart and Lachlan McHugh led a stacked field of Open Sprintcars to green light conditions for their A-Main event.  
McHugh led the start on the top side with Stewart settling into second ahead of Randy Morgan and Ryan Newton.  While 
Newton looked underneath Morgan in a battle for third, Stewart had an unsuccessful look on the inside of McHugh with half 
a lap completed.  McHugh led the end of the first lap, with Stewart second and Morgan and Newton still arguing over third as 
Adam Butler closed in behind.  Morgan began to challenge Stewart for second, the Q54 racer boldly looking on the inside the 
Titan Garages Q96, only for Stewart to quickly power ahead putting several car lengths between himself and Morgan.  
Newton again closed in on Morgan while further back Dylan Menz sat in sixth and start searched for a way past Butler.  
Charlie Bowen and Kye Jensen traded places mid field as Jessie Attard loomed behind.  McHugh began to close in on lapped 
traffic just five laps in, while Newton slid beautifully underneath Morgan to secure third.  Morgan fought back while Stewart 
closed in on McHugh in heavy lapped traffic, the Q96 racer now all over the back of the NQ7 with a thick contingent of 
lapped cars ahead.  With eight laps completed Stewart slid underneath McHugh as they rounded turns one and two and took 
control of the race.  McHugh started to fight back only for the race to be brought under caution when Nicholas Whell had a 
moment and stoped in turn four, just in front of the leaders.   When the race resumed, having gone back to the last 
completed lap, it was Lachlan McHugh who led Harry Stewart, Ryan Newton and Randy Morgan back to green light 
conditions.  McHugh and Stewart pulled away from the rest on the restart while further back Dylan Menz got the better of 
Adam Butler to move inside the top five.  Butler surrendered sixth to Jessie Attard, while up front Stewart refused to let 
McHugh get away.  The pair had a sizable margin on the rest of the field, but it all came undone for McHugh when a rut in 
turns one and two on a juiced up and fast race track sent him for a wild ride in the NQ7 racer.  Harry Stewart led the restart 
with nineteen laps to run ahead of Ryan Newton, and Randy Morgan.  Stewart quickly pulled a couple of car lengths ahead of 
Newton when race conditions resumed, with Newton comfortable in second ahead of Morgan, while Dylan Menz, Jessie 
Attard and Charlie Bowen negotiated over positions four, five and six before Adam Butler joined the battle and displaced 
Bowen.  Further back Mick Sauer, Brody Appleby, Kye Jensen and Aaron Kelly battled for minor positions.  Stewart entered 
lapped traffic with thirteen laps to run, have a phenomenal run on the high side.  Newton closed in as lapped traffic played 
its part, the Q66 racer soon right on the tail of Stewart’s Q96 racer.  Another caution followed with ten laps to run, when 
Brody Appleby struck dramas in turn four, making heavy contact with the wall and tearing the front end out of the T33 racer. 
With ten laps to run Stewart led Newton, Morgan and the rest back to green light conditions, with Menz and Attard fighting 
over fourth.  Another caution followed just one lap in when Mitch Gowland and Casey O’Connell tangled in turn four, 
pausing the race once more.  Stewart led the restart from Newton, Morgan and Menz with nine laps to run.  But less than 
one lap into the restart a part failure on board the Q46 of Menz put him in the fence and again paused the race.  With time 
getting away, a considerable number of rolling laps already completed, and rain on the way, officials shortened the race by 
five laps, leaving just four laps to run, and Harry Stewart to lead them back to green light conditions.  Newton and Morgan 
sat in second and third ahead of Attard and Butler.  Stewart opened a comfortable margin on Newton, who then found 
himself under pressure from Randy Morgan.  Morgan raced up the inside of Newton to steal second before Newton fought 
back on the top side.  The pair raced side by side as Jessie Attard closed in behind and challenged for a podium position.  
Harry Stewart got the win ahead of Randy Morgan and Ryan Newton, with Jessie Attard fourth and Charlie Bowen rounding 
out the top five.  Adam Butler, Aaron Kelly, Kye Jensen, Cody O’Connell, Mick Sauer, Brent Kratzmann and Jy Corbet rounded 
out the finishers.  Dylan Menz, Mitch Gowland, Tarhlea Apelt, Casey O’Connell, Brody Appleby, Ewan Oliver, Lachlan McHugh 
and Nicholas Whell all failed to finish the race.

Woods who operated the venue for two seasons until he sold the lease to Made Too Go Pty Ltd (Barry Waldron) in 2015 
for the 2015/16 season.  
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LAP AROUND THE TRACK

It was a busy night for some drivers, swapping from 
the 360-LS Sprintcars to the 410s during the course 
of the night.  But when the 410 Sprintcars rolled out 
for their feature race, we knew we were in for a 
treat. Harry Stewart and Lockie McHugh 
earned their right to start on the front row, with 
Ryan Newton and Randy Morgan one row back. 
From the start, McHugh was a little better than 
Stewart, not wanting to let McHugh get away, 
Stewart raced him down the back straight to level 
up momentarily. While this was happening, Randy 
Morgan and Ryan Newton were having their own 
race for position. McHugh led the first lap with 
Morgan able to pass Newton and into third, but it 
wasn't over just yet, as Charlie Bowen was starting 
to make his way forward. Meanwhile, at the front, 
Morgan had moved up alongside Stewart. Stewart, wanting nothing to do with that, started to drive the car away, handling 
perfectly through the bumps.  As this was happening, Newton slid underneath Morgan to take back third with 24 laps still to 
run.  McHugh was about to get busy as he came into lapped traffic. Having a moment standing the car on two wheels, 
Stewart, seeing the opportunity, slid underneath him and into the race lead. McHugh came back at him the 410 motor was 
begging for mercy just as Nick Whell came to a stop in turn four to bring on the first yellow light of the race. From the restart, 
McHugh led the field back to green light conditions. He goes straight to the top as Stewart has a big look down the inside. 
Newton back in third is starting to look racey and closing the gap quickly with Morgan in pursuit, with Dylan Menz in the top 
five.  Jessie Attard is having a big look up the inside of Adam Butler and into sixth.  Back at the front, McHugh set the quickest 
lap of the race at 11.2 seconds, then shortly after, the right rear tyre grabbed a hole in turn 1, flipping the car over, ending 
what could have been.  
 
From the restart, it was Harry Stewart who led them away as Attard drove under Menz and into fourth briefly, as Attard was 
not willing to give it up. Just as Ryan Newton was searching for a way past Stewart with ten laps to go.  The best was yet to 
come for Morgan in the closing few laps. The race was shortened to four laps to run after Dylan Menz came to a stop in turn 
four.  Just after the restart, Newton found himself under pressure from Morgan as Jessie Attard quickly came into the 
equation. Newton returns the gesture and races back into second with one circulation of the high banks left to run.  A 
determined Morgan switches to the high line and back into second.  It was Harry Stewart's night, though his first 
Ultimate Sprintcar Championship feature win.  A great result for White Family Racing, a small family team that puts 100 
percent into their racing.           
 
As the 360-LS Sprintcars came out for their Queensland Title, persistent rain arrived, Mother Nature winning this year's 
Queensland Title and the Wingless feature race.  Lockie McHugh created a new one-lap record during the Bronze Shootout 
for the 360-LS Sprintcars of 11.388 seconds. Earlier in the night, Gwesyn Dalliston took out quick time in Qualifying with a 
time of 11.779.  James Oliver won the opening heat ahead of Henry Titman and Dan Moes. Nicholas Whell won heat two 
from Jock Goodyer and Jacob Jolley. Dylan Menz got the win in heat three ahead of a hard-charging Lachlan McHugh and 
Darren Mollenoyux. Phil Micallif got a convincing win in the fourth 360-LS Sprintcar heat ahead of Nicholas O’Keefe and 
Nicholas Whell. Steven Loader took the win in heat five ahead of Jock Goodyer and Luke Manttan, while Jacob Jolley won the 
final heat ahead of Darren Mollenoyux and Brian Walsh. Lachlan McHugh won the Shootout, advancing from the bronze to 
win the gold, to earn pole position for the Queensland Title. Darren Mollenoyux claimed second, after following McHugh 
from the Bronze Shootout all the way to the front row for the main event, with Jacob Jolley and Allan Woods rounding out 
the Gold Shootout contenders. Dylan Menz won the B-Main ahead of Nicholas O’Keefe and Steven Loader, while James 
Oliver went through to fourth to grab the final transfer position to lock himself into the Queensland Title Feature race.  
 
In the Wingless it was Harry Fowler who won the first heat of the night from Kristy Bonsey and Tommy Robertson . Heat 2 
saw Jeremy Burt take the win from Zeth Cox and Nicholos Potts. Stuart Jefferies won Heat 3 from Scott Thomsen ,Kristy 
finished 3rd . The forth and final heat race of the night for Wingless went to Mitchell Allan ,Jeremy Burt would finish second 
and Caleb Paterson third and unfortunately the Wingless didn’t get to run the feature race due to rain.

Unfortunately, Harry Stewart is not present tonight as the Titan Garages car is still being repaired and the BSL car is unavailable 
as the car has been sold. Harry is very keen to be back for our March 28 show. 
 

Kacy has been performing very well this season and putting pressure on her male 
counterparts. Under the guidance of her father and crew chief, Matt, her progress has been steady but this season with more 
seat time her confidence is growing. 
 

Charlie suffered a major engine failure some time back and is taking 
his time getting the engine repaired and rebuilt. He assures us he will be back and with the Australian Title here in 2027 look 
out for the return of ‘Chairman of the Boards’.
